DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Under the overall supervision of the RSU coordinator and direct supervision of the Laboratory Coordinator of the RSU and in close coordination with the officer in-charge of the regional leading diagnostic laboratory (RLDL), the laboratory technician will assist the laboratory scientists in carrying out all kinds of work in the RLDL. The laboratory technician will work under the direction of the focal point and senior scientific officer (SSO) of the RLDL and assist him/ her in laboratory activities ranging from wet laboratory work to scanning of literature in line with the laboratory work. 

The tasks will include but not limited to the following.  
· Assisting the Lab focal point and SSO in developing protocols for receiving and processing and storage of samples for diagnostic work.

· Extend assistance for preparing lab data for diagnostics and surveillance activity

· Assisting in maintenance  of GLPs and quality control measures in the lab for routine  analyses

· Helping in standardization of various laboratory protocols and preparation of SOPs. The person will  extend support for lab training, and technical workshop activities under the project

· Perform additional activities in the project as required by the Focal Point/SSO.

Expected Outputs: 
A draft final report containing a complete review of activities undertaken,   problems encountered, and progress towards achieving the specific objectives of the project. A section on recommendations and lessons learned, presenting guiding principles for future interventions, will be included.
