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PREFACE
It is with great pleasure that we present the following Food and Nutrition Security  
Working Glossary, a compendium of more than 150 terms related to food and nutrition 
security.  The Glossary is intended for people from all sectors and disciplines that 
contribute to food and nutrition related analysis, activities and policy discussions.  Its 
purpose is to provide simple and easy to understand definitions of key technical terms 
so that we can collectively discuss food and nutrition security, and identify common 
solutions using a common language.

As part of the EC-FAO Food Security Programme on Linking Information and Decision-
Making to Improve Food Security in Selected Countries of the Greater Mekong Sub-
Region, project staff at the country level compiled lists of key words and phrases 
pertinent to food security, and developed bilingual dictionaries in Khmer, Lao and 
Myanmar languages, with English equivalents.  These word lists have been freely 
available on the project website and have been transferred to national food security 
websites for wider access.

During the course of the project, national partners, stakeholders and other users of the 
bilingual food security dictionaries noted the need to have a common set of frequently 
used terms and their definitions, as well as cross referencing these to additional 
relevant terms.  Working from the lists developed in Cambodia, Lao PDR and Myanmar, 
a master list was developed and definitions sourced from internationally accepted 
references.  The result is this Glossary.

The Glossary does not intend to provide a comprehensive overview of each topic: this 
is after all a glossary, not an encyclopaedia.  In addition, in order to make this book as 
widely accessible as possible, we have conscientiously tried to avoid highly technical 
terms, and have in all cases presented the definitions in plain English, with simple and 
understandable translations.

Similarly, the Glossary does not intend to be definitive, which is why we have called it 
a “working” glossary.  Food and nutrition security remains a vibrant field of endeavour, 
and as our understanding grows the meaning of many of these terms will also evolve, 
depending on particular contexts and uses.  For this reason, following the definition 
of each term, we have provided space for you to add your own notes or alternative 
definitions that work for you.  The definitions contained in this book are therefore 
offered as proposed starting points for your use, rather than as definitive statements.

We hope this is of use to you in your ongoing work.

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ACUTE MALNUTRITION
Acute malnutrition is the manifestation of low weight in relation to the height of 
children and/or the presence of oedema.  The key indicator for acute malnutrition 
is the proportion of children under-five with weight less than two standard 
deviations below the median.  In its most severe form (> 3 standard deviations) is 
known as wasting.

All activities pertaining to the cultivation of natural resources to produce crops 
for human consumption, animal consumption, commercial and/or industrial 
uses.  Agriculture often includes livestock rearing.  Agriculture practiced at the 
household level is referred to as small-scale or subsistence agriculture, compared 
with industrial or commercial agriculture involving large land holdings.

A common, widespread and serious micronutrient deficiency, a condition in which 
the haemoglobin concentration (the number of red blood cells) is lower than 
normal due to disease or as a result of a deficiency of one or more nutrients such 
as iron and vitamin B12.

The physical measurement of the size, weight, height and proportions of the 
human body.  A process necessary for accurate nutritional surveys, for which 
the Middle Upper Arm Circumference (MUAC) test is frequently utilized, 
although collecting height, weight and age data for individuals is also common.  
Most often, children under five years of age and women of child-bearing age 
(estimated at 15-49) are measured using anthropometry.

Adequate quantities of food, supplied through domestic production, stocks, 
imports and food aid to ensure that the minimum nutritional requirements of 
the population can be met.

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BALANCED DIET
A diet in which all nutritional requirements of the individual are fully met.  In terms 
of the proportionate share of macronutrients in the total diet, this is equivalent to:

to 75 percent, as well as a wide range of micronutrients.

Chronic malnutrition (also known as ‘stunting’) is the result of prolonged or 
temporary nutritional deficiencies (macro and/or micronutrients) during critical 
periods of cognitive and physical development.  It can also be the result of 
repeated exposure to infections, generally poor living conditions, or a combination 
of these factors.  The result is substandard physical and cognitive growth.  It is 
measured by height for age, with a score below 1, 2 or 3 Standard Deviations 
from the reference population representing mild, moderate and severe stunting 
respectively.

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FOOD BALANCE SHEET
Food balance sheets (FBS) are an accounting of food availability versus 
requirements for selected commodities.  A balance sheet includes: the quantity of 
food production plus imports plus opening-year food stocks, minus food exports, 
minus end of year closing food stocks, minus all non-food use (animal feed, 
industrial use, seed, wastage and other non-food use).  This is then compared 
with an estimation of food requirements (total population times average caloric 
requirement) to give a rough indication of the food gap or surplus.  This then 
serves to guide import/export plans, food aid planning and other food security 
planning.  Food balance sheets may be for a single commodity (such as rice) or for 
multiple commodities.  They are usually prepared annually at the national level, 
but depending on data availability, could be prepared on a seasonal basis and/or at 
sub-national levels.

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FOOD CONSUMPTION
Food consumption refers to the amount of food consumed by individuals, 
households, communities and nations.  Indirect indicators associated with 
food availability or household expenditure are often used to estimate food 
consumption.  Food consumption per person is the amount of food eaten, in terms 
of quantity, of each commodity.  The dietary energy consumption per person is the 
amount of food, measured in Kcal (calories) per day, for each individual in the total 
population.  This tells us whether people are getting enough food to eat, but does 
not tell us about the nutritional value (that is, the macro or micronutrients) of food 
consumed.

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FOOD DEPRIVATION
Food deprivation refers to the condition of people whose food consumption is 
continuously below what the body needs.  FAO’s measure of food deprivation 
is based on the distribution of food consumption expressed in terms of dietary 
energy.  Deprivation is measured by a) the prevalence of undernourishment and b) 
the total number of undernourished in total population.

The intensity of food deprivation measure indicates how much food-deprived 
people fall short of minimum food needs in terms of dietary energy.  It is measured 
as the difference between the minimum dietary energy and the average dietary 
energy consumption of the undernourished population (the food-deprived).

Nutritionists have estimated the amount of dietary energy that people of different 
ages and sex with different activity levels in different cultures require to maintain a 
healthy and active life.  When people do not have access to the amount of dietary 
energy needed for their normal level of activity, they feel hungry.  If the situation 
persists over a longer time, it leads to undernutrition.  Chronic energy deficiency 
can lead to a reduction in physical activity, weight loss or both.  In severe forms, 
chronic energy deficiency can lead to wasting and eventually death.  Hunger is not 
synonymous with malnutrition or undernutrition, but there are overlaps between 
these two.  (CFS 2012)

An initial assessment is undertaken following: (i) a sudden crisis; (ii) reports of 
deterioration in a long-term crisis; or (iii) improved physical access to an area 
experiencing an ongoing crisis.  The primary purpose of an initial assessment is 
to provide critical information for the formulation of emergency assistance plans, 
funding appeals and the design of more detailed follow-up assessments.  All 
aspects of an initial assessment– from fieldwork to production of the final report – 
should be completed within six to ten days.

An approach to food production which considered each and every link in the 
process of food reaching the consumer - from the way it is grown or raised, to how 
it is collected, processed, packaged, sold and consumed.  Stakeholders include 
input suppliers, farmers, food processors, transport operators, distributors (both 
retail and wholesale) and consumers, as well as governments obliged to protect 
public health.

Although it is often used in the context of hygiene and food safety benefits, food 
chain approaches may also improve economies of scale, support better horizontal 
or vertical integration along supply lines, and improve marketing and logistics of 
food produced.

360 Kcal per 100 grams.  As a general rule, adults require 2,100 Kcal per day in 
order to have the energy required for a sedentary lifestyle: more physically active 
livelihoods require higher Kcal intake.

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MALNUTRITION (MALNOURISHMENT)
Refers to all deviations from adequate nutrition, including undernutrition and over-
nutrition, resulting from inadequacy of food (or excess food) relative to need and 
or disease.  Categories of malnutrition are as follows: 

1. Acute Malnutrition (Wasting):Acute malnutrition results in low weight in relation 
to height/length and/or the presence of oedema.  It is often the result of a crisis or 
food emergency.
2. Chronic Malnutrition (Stunting): Food consumption is inadequate to support 
normal growth.  Reflected by growth retardation, meaning a height-for-age score 
below one, two or three Standard Deviations from the reference population (mild, 
moderate and severe stunting respectively).  It is due to chronic or temporary 
nutritional deficiencies during critical times (energy and/or micronutrients), and/
or it also can be the result of repeated exposure to infections or even to generally 
poor living conditions.  It is often poverty related.
3. Growth retardation (Underweight): A combination of stunting and wasting, this 
indicator measures the prevalence of children that have a low weight in relation to 
other children of their age.  The same metric, the Z-score and cut-points -1, -2 and 
-3 are used to define mild, moderate and severe underweight status are used.
4. Micronutrient Deficiencies: Inadequate intake of critical micronutrients (minerals 
and vitamins) as a result of poor diet or food utilization.  Micronutrient deficiencies 
increase risks of infectious diseases and weaken immune systems.
5. Overnutrition: Excessive consumption of macronutrients, resulting in excess 
body weight and/or poor physical and metabolic function.  Obesity refers to an 
advanced form of Overnutrition.  Causes include dietary, economic, social and 
lifestyle related factors.

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MICRONUTRIENT DEFICIENCIES
Inadequate intake of critical micronutrients (most often including Vitamin A, 
D, iron, iodine, zinc) as a result of poor diet or food utilization.  Micronutrient 
deficiencies increase risks of infectious diseases and weaken immune systems.  
Examples of how deficiencies are calculated by FAO are as follows :

1. Iron:  Animal iron dietary availability is the sum of iron derived from animal 
products (i.  e.  meat, milk, fish, animal fats, eggs).  The vegetal iron availability is 
derived from vegetable products (i.  e.  cereals, pulses, roots and tubers, vegetable 
oils, fruits, vegetables, etc.).  Dietary availability of iron is calculated by converting 
the amount of food available for human consumption as estimated by the FAO 
Food Balance Sheets in equivalents of iron content.  

2. Vitamin A: The dietary availability of vitamin A is calculated by converting the 
amount of food available for human consumption as estimated by the FAO Food 
Balance Sheets in equivalent of Vitamin A (micrograms of retinol activity equivalent 
- RAE).

A methodology to analyze potential hazards and evaluating existing conditions 
of vulnerability that together could potentially harm exposed people, property, 
services, livelihoods and the environment on which they depend.  

Risk assessments (and associated risk mapping) include: a review of the 
technical characteristics of hazards such as their location, intensity, frequency 
and probability; the analysis of exposure and vulnerability including the physical 
social, health, economic and environmental dimensions; and the evaluation of the 
effectiveness of prevailing and alternative coping capacities.  This series of activities 
is sometimes known as a risk analysis process.
