Desiring to conclude an Agreement for: 

(a) the establishment of an FAO Representation; and
(b) the provision of technical assistance services to ____________;
have agreed as follows: 

Article I
Definitions
In this Agreement:
a) the expression “FAO” means the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations;
b) the expression “Representation” means the FAO Representation in [Country]; 
c) the expression “FAO Representative” means the Head of the FAO Representation and in his/her absence, his/her duly authorized Deputy in [Country];
d) the expression “Director-General” means the Director-General of FAO, and, during his/her absence from duty the Deputy Director-General, or any officer designated by him to act on his behalf;
e) the expression “Project Document” means the document related to a specific project whereby the description of the services to be provided by FAO including the objectives, activities, expected inputs and results, budget and relevant terms of reference, among others, are reflected;

f) the expression “FAO officials” means all members of the staff of FAO, irrespective of their nationality, appointed by the Director-General or on his/her behalf, other than manual workers locally employed on an hourly basis;

g) the expression “property” as used in Article IV, means all property, including funds, income and other assets, belonging to FAO or held or administered by FAO in furtherance of its constitutional mandate;
h) the expression “premises” means buildings and areas including installations and facilities made available to, maintained, occupied or used by FAO in the country in connection with its functions and purposes;
i) the expression “the Country” means ____________; 

j) the expression “the Government” means the Government of ___________; and
k) the expression “FAO Member” means the Member Nations of FAO, Member Organizations or Associate Members of FAO.
PART I: FAO REPRESENTATION
Article II
Juridical personality and Freedom of Assembly
1. FAO shall possess juridical personality and capacity: 

(a) to contract; 

(b) to acquire and dispose of immovable and movable property; and
(c) to institute legal proceedings. 
2. The Government recognizes the right of FAO to convene meetings in the Country. At meetings convened by FAO, the Government shall take all proper steps to ensure that no impediment is placed in the way of full freedom of discussion and decision. 
3. Meetings of Governing Bodies or Statutory Bodies of FAO held in the Country will form the object of separate agreements.

Article III
FAO presence in the country
1. Within the limits of its approved budget, FAO shall appoint an FAO Representative in the Country and assign to his/her Representation such other staff as may be necessary to assist him/her in the performance of his/her functions.

2. Before assigning an FAO Representative to the Country, FAO shall submit his/her name, curriculum vitae and other relevant related information for the approval of the Government. In due course, FAO shall also provide the Government with information regarding the family members who will reside with the FAO Representative at the duty station. 

3. FAO shall provide to the Government relevant information on all expatriate staff which it proposes to assign to the Representation. The Representation shall have such other staff as FAO may deem appropriate to its proper functioning. FAO shall notify the Government, as deemed necessary, of the names of the members, and of the families of the members, of the mission and of changes in the status of such persons.

4. The Government shall grant free of charge to FAO, and FAO shall accept, as from the entry into force and during the life of this Agreement, the use and occupancy of premises and the use of installations, office furniture and other facilities suitable for the operations of the Representation, as indicated in Annex I , which forms an integral part of this Agreement.

5. The Government shall facilitate transit and shall grant exemption from customs duties and from prohibitions and restrictions on imports and exports in respect of articles or any items imported by FAO for the proper implementation of this Agreement.
6. In a spirit of close cooperation with FAO, the Government shall take all necessary measures to facilitate the entry into the territory of the Country, the sojourn and the departure from this territory of all persons invited by the Representation in the Country, as long as the travel is carried out in connection with FAO activities.

7. The FAO Representative shall be responsible for all aspects of FAO’s activities in the Country, within the limits of the authority that is delegated to him/her by the FAO Director-General, and ensure liaison with other offices of FAO, including Headquarters, the Regional Office for _____ and [if applicable] the Sub-regional Office for ______.
8. For the effective performance of his/her functions, the FAO Representative, shall have direct access, in accordance with the established Government procedures, to all appropriate policy and planning levels of the Government directly or indirectly concerned with the agriculture, livestock, fishery and forestry sectors, as well as of other sectors of the national economy related to these domains.

9. In the framework of this Agreement, the Government and FAO may agree to establish and maintain sub-offices in other areas/regions of the country to provide programme support to those areas/regions.  
Article IV
Property of FAO and Taxation
1. FAO, its property and assets wherever located and by whomsoever held, shall enjoy immunity from every form of legal process except insofar as in any particular case the Director-General has expressly waived its immunity. It is, however, understood that no waiver of immunity shall extend to any measure of execution.

2. The premises of FAO shall be inviolable. The property and assets of FAO, wherever located and by whomsoever held, shall be immune from search, requisition, confiscation, expropriation and any other form of interference, whether by executive, administrative, judicial or legislative action.

3. The archives of FAO, and in general all documents belonging to it or held by it, shall be inviolable wherever located.

4. FAO, its assets, income and other property shall:

a) exempt from all direct taxes; it is understood, however, that FAO will not claim exemption from taxes which are, in fact, no more than charges for public utility services;

b) exempt from customs duties and prohibitions and restrictions on imports and exports in respect of articles imported or exported by FAO for its official use. It is understood, however, that articles imported under such exemption will not be sold in the Country except under conditions agreed with the Government; and
c) exempt from customs duties and prohibitions and restrictions on imports and exports in respect of its publications.

Article V

Communications

1. 
FAO shall enjoy for its official communications treatment not less favourable than that accorded by the Government to any other United Nations organizations and government institutions, including the diplomatic mission of any such other Government, in the matter of priorities and rates on mails, cables, telegrams, telex, radiograms, telephotos, telephone and other communications, and press rates for information to press and radio.

2. 
No censorship shall be applied to the official correspondence or other communications of FAO and to all correspondence or other communications directed to FAO or to any FAO official. Such prerogative shall extend, without limitation by reason of this enumeration, to publications, still and moving pictures, videos and films and sound recordings.

3. 
FAO shall have the right to use codes and to dispatch and receive correspondence and other official communications by courier or in sealed bags, with the same privileges and immunities extended in respect of them as are accorded in respect of as diplomatic couriers and bags.

4.
Nothing in this section shall be construed to preclude the adoption of appropriate security precautions to be determined by supplemental agreement between FAO and the Government. 

Article VI
Financial facilities

1. Without being subject to any financial controls, regulations or moratoria of any kind, FAO: 

(a) may hold funds, securities or currency of any kind and operate accounts in any currency; and
(b) shall be free to transfer its funds, securities or currency from one country to another or within the Country and to convert any currency held by it into any other currency. 

2. FAO shall be accorded the most favourable, legally available rate of exchange for its financial activities.

Article VII

FAO Officials

1. Officials of FAO shall:

a) be immune from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and all acts performed by them in their official capacity;

b) be exempt from taxation on the salaries and emoluments paid to them by FAO;
c) be immune from national service obligations; 

d) be immune, together with their spouses and relatives dependent on them, from immigration restrictions and alien registration; 

e) be accorded the same privileges in respect of exchange facilities as are accorded to the officials of comparable ranks forming part of diplomatic missions to the Government concerned; 

f) be given, together with their spouses and relatives dependent on them, the same repatriation facilities in time of international crisis as diplomatic envoys; 

g) have the right to import free of duty their furniture and effects at the time of first taking up their post in the Country in question; and
h) have the right to import a motor vehicle free of customs and excise duties, including value added tax, in accordance with existing government regulations applicable to members of diplomatic missions of comparable ranks.

2. In addition to the immunities and privileges specified in paragraph 1 above, the FAO Representative shall be accorded the privileges and immunities, exemptions and facilities accorded to diplomatic envoys, in accordance with international law.

Article VIII
Experts on mission

1. Experts performing missions for FAO, including persons performing services on behalf of FAO, shall be accorded such privileges and immunities as are necessary for the independent exercise of their functions during the period of their missions, including the time spent on journeys in connection with their missions. In particular they shall be accorded:

a) immunity from personal arrest or detention and from seizure of their personal baggage;

b) in respect of words spoken or written and acts done by them in the course of the performance of their mission, immunity from legal process of every kind. This immunity from legal process shall continue to be accorded notwithstanding that the persons concerned are no longer employed on missions for FAO; 

c) inviolability for all papers and documents related to their work for FAO; 

d) for the purpose of their communications with FAO, the right to use codes and to receive papers or correspondence by courier or in sealed bags; 

e) the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions as are accorded to representatives of foreign governments on temporary official missions; and
f) the same immunities and facilities in respect of their personal baggage as are accorded to diplomatic envoys. 
Article IX
Laissez-passer
1. The Government shall recognize United Nations laissez-passers issued to Officials of FAO as a valid travel document equivalent to a passport. Applications for visas from the holders of United Nations laissez-passer, shall be dealt with as speedily as possible. 

2. Similar facilities to those specified in paragraph 1 above shall be accorded to experts on mission and other persons who, though not being holders of United Nations laissez-passer, have a certificate that they are travelling on the business of FAO.

Article X

Transit and Sojourn

1. The appropriate _________ authorities shall take all necessary measures to facilitate the entry into, sojourn in, and departure from the Country of the persons listed below, irrespective of their nationalities, when on official FAO business, and shall impose no impediment to their transit to or from the Office and shall afford them every necessary protection:

(i) 
the Independent Chairperson of the Council of FAO, representatives of FAO Members, the United Nations, or any Specialized Agency of the United Nations and their spouses;

(ii) 
FAO officials and their families;

(iii) 
officials of the Representation, their families and other members of their households;

(iv) 
persons, other than FAO officials, performing missions for FAO, and their spouses; and
(v) 
other persons invited to the FAO Representation on official business;

The Director-General or the FAO Representative shall communicate, at the earliest opportunity, the names of such persons to the Government.

2. Visas which may be required for persons referred to in this Article shall be granted without charge and as promptly as possible.

3. No activity performed by any such person in his official capacity as described in paragraph 1 above shall constitute a reason for preventing his entry into the Country or for requiring him to leave the Country;

4. No person referred to in paragraph 1 above shall be required to leave the Country, except in the case of an abuse of the right of sojourn arising out of activities unconnected with his official functions, as recognized by the FAO Representative and in accordance with the following conditions:

(a) no proceedings shall be instituted under such laws to require any such person to leave the Country, except with the prior approval of the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Country;

(b) in the case of the representative of a Member, such approval shall be given only after consultation with the authorities of the appropriate Member;

(c) in the case of any other person mentioned in paragraph 1 above, such approval shall be given only after consultation with the FAO Representative or the Director-General, the Secretary-General of the United Nations or the principal executive officer of the appropriate Specialized Agency, as the case may be;

(d) a representative of the Member concerned, the FAO Representative or the Director-General, the Secretary-General of the United Nations, or the principal executive officer of the appropriate Specialized Agency, as the case may be, shall have the right to appear and be heard in any such proceedings on behalf of the person against whom they shall have been instituted; and
(e) persons who are entitled to diplomatic privileges and immunities shall not be required to leave the Country otherwise than in accordance with the customary procedure applicable to diplomatic envoys accredited to the Country.

5. This Section shall not prevent the requirement of reasonable evidence to establish that persons claiming the rights granted by this Article come within the classes described in paragraph 1, or the reasonable application of quarantine and health regulations.

PART II: TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

Article XI
Services

1. FAO will provide technical assistance to the Country, through specific projects or other forms of assistance, in accordance with FAO rules and procedures. The particulars of each specific project will be contained in the relevant Project Document. 

2. Requests for the provision of services shall be presented by the Government through the Representation in the Country, in the form and in accordance with procedures established by FAO for such requests, and considering FAO areas of mandate and comparative advantages. The Government shall provide FAO with all appropriate facilities and specific and relevant technical information, to appraise the request. 

3. In the performance of their duties, FAO officials and experts on mission shall act in close consultation with the Government and with persons or bodies designated by the Government. They shall comply with Government requirements as may be appropriate to the nature of their duties and the services to be given and as may be mutually agreed upon between FAO and the Government. 

4. Recipients of fellowships shall be selected by FAO, or any entity designated by FAO for this purpose. Such fellowships shall be administered in accordance with the fellowship policies and practices of FAO.

5. Technical and other equipment, materials, supplies and other property financed or provided by FAO shall belong to FAO unless and until such time as ownership thereof is transferred, on terms and conditions agreed upon between the Government and FAO, and in consideration of relevant donor requirements to the Government or to an entity nominated by it.

6. The Government shall exert its best efforts to make the most effective use of the services provided by FAO and shall use such services for the purpose for which they are intended. 
7. In the event that services towards the implementation of a project are obtained from other sources, the Parties shall consult each other for effective co-ordination and utilization of those services received.
8. The Government shall as appropriate display suitable signs at each project identifying it as an FAO project, a country funded project or a third-party funded project.
Article XII
Project Information 

1. The Government shall furnish FAO with such relevant and specific technical reports, maps, accounts, records, statements, documents and other information as it may request concerning any FAO project, its execution or its continued feasibility and soundness, or concerning the compliance by the Government with its responsibilities under this Agreement or Project document.

2. FAO undertakes that the Government shall be kept informed of the progress of its activities under this Agreement. Either Party shall have the right, at any time, to observe the progress of operations on FAO projects.

3. The Government shall, subsequent to the completion of an FAO project, make available to FAO at its request information as to benefits derived from and activities undertaken to further the purposes of that project, including information necessary or appropriate to its evaluation or to evaluation of FAO’s services, and shall consult with and permit observation by FAO for this purpose.

4. Patent rights, copyrights, and other intellectual property rights to any products or work resulting from FAO’s services under this Agreement shall belong to FAO. Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties in each case, the Government shall have the right to use any such product or work within the Country free of royalty or any charge of similar nature. 

Article XIII
Participation and Contribution of Government

in the Implementation of  Projects
1. In fulfillment of the Government’s responsibility to participate and co-operate in the execution of the projects implemented by FAO under this Agreement, it shall contribute the following in kind to the extent detailed in relevant Project Documents:

a. Local counterpart professional and other services, including national counterparts to operational experts;

b. Land, buildings, and training and other facilities available within the Country; and

c. Equipment, materials and supplies available or produced within the Country.

3. Whenever the provision of equipment forms part of FAO’s services to the Government, the latter shall meet charges relating to customs clearance of such equipment, its transportation from the port of entry to the project site together with any incidental handling or storage and related expenses, its insurance after delivery to the project site, its installation and maintenance as reflected in the Project Document.

4. The cost of items constituting the Government’s contribution to the project and any sums payable by the Government in pursuance of this Article, as detailed in the project budget, shall be considered as estimates based on the best information available at the time of preparation of such project budgets. Such sums shall be subject to adjustment whenever necessary to reflect the actual cost of any such item purchased thereafter.

Article XIV
Facilities for the Implementation of FAO assistance
The Government shall take any measures which may be necessary to exempt FAO, its Officials and its experts from regulations or other legal provisions which may interfere with operations under this Agreement, and shall grant them such other facilities as may be necessary for the speedy and efficient implementation of FAO’s services. It shall, in particular, grant them the following rights and facilities:
(a) Prompt clearance of experts;
(b) Prompt issuance without cost of necessary visas, licenses or permits;
(c) Access to the site of work and all necessary rights of way;
(d) Free movement within or to or from the Country, to the extent necessary for proper execution of  FAO’s services;
(e) The most favourable legal rate of exchange;
(f) Any permits necessary for the importation of equipment, materials and supplies, and for their subsequent exportation; and
(g) Prompt release from customs of the items mentioned in sub-paragraphs (f) above.
Article XV
Suspension or termination of services

1. FAO may by written notice to the Government suspend its services to any project if in the judgment of FAO any circumstance arises which interferes with or threatens to interfere with the successful completion of the project or the accomplishment of its purposes. FAO may, in the same or a subsequent written notice, indicate the conditions under which it is prepared to resume its services to the project. 
2. If any situation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall continue for a period of fourteen days after notice thereof and notice of suspension shall have been given by FAO to the Government, then at any time thereafter during the continuance thereof, FAO may by written notice to the Government terminate its services to the Project.

3. The provisions of this Article shall be without prejudice to any other rights or remedies FAO may have in the circumstances, whether under general principles of law or otherwise.

PART III: GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article XVI
Privileges and immunities

1. The privileges, immunities, exemptions and facilities accorded in this Agreement are granted in the interests of FAO only, and not for the personal benefit of the individuals concerned. The Director-General shall have the right and duty to waive the immunity of any person enjoying privileges and immunities under this Agreement in any case where, in his opinion, such immunity would impede the course of justice and may be waived without prejudice to the interests of FAO.

2. FAO shall cooperate at all times with the Government to facilitate the proper administration of justice, secure the observance of police regulations and prevent the occurrence of any abuse in connection with the privileges, immunities and facilities accorded under the Agreement.
3. The Director General and the Head of the Office shall take every precaution to ensure that no abuse of a privilege or immunity conferred by this Agreement shall occur, and for this purpose shall establish such rules and regulations as they may deem necessary and expedient for officers of FAO and persons performing missions for FAO.4. Should the Government consider that an abuse of privileges or immunity conferred by this Agreement has occurred, the Director-General or the FAO Representative, shall, upon request, consult with the appropriate _______________ authorities to determine whether any such abuse has occurred. If such consultations fail to achieve a result satisfactory to the Director-General and the Government, the matter shall be determined in accordance with the procedure set out in Article XVIII below.

Article XVII
Hold harmless

The Government shall be responsible for dealing with any claim which may be brought by third parties against FAO, their officials or other persons performing services for FAO, and shall hold them harmless in respect of claims or liabilities arising from any operation or activity undertaking by FAO in the Country. The foregoing provision shall not apply where the Parties agree that a claim or liability arises from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the above-mentioned individuals.

Article XVIII
Settlement of disputes

Any dispute between the Government and FAO concerning the interpretation or application of this Agreement or any Supplemental Agreements, or any question affecting the Representation or the relationship between the Government and FAO which is not settled by negotiation or other mutually agreed mode of settlement, shall be referred for final decision to a tribunal of three arbitrators; one to be chosen by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Country, one to be chosen by the FAO Director-General and the third, who shall be Chairman of the tribunal, to be chosen by the first two arbitrators. Should the first two arbitrators fail to agree upon the third, such third arbitrator shall be chosen by the President of the International Court of Justice.
Article XIX
Supplemental Agreements
The Government and FAO may enter into such Supplemental Agreements as may be necessary within the scope of this Agreement.
Article XX

Final Provisions

1. 
This Agreement shall [enter into force upon signature, and] or [be subject to ratification by the Government, and shall come into force upon receipt by FAO of notification from the Government of its ratification. Pending such ratification, it shall be given provisional effect by the Parties]. It shall continue in force until terminated under paragraph 3 below. Upon the entry into force of this Agreement, it shall supersede existing Agreements concerning the FAO Representation in the Country [details to be added, if applicable]. 

2. 
This Agreement may be modified by written agreement between the Parties hereto and any amendment will be subject to ratification by the Country. Any relevant matter for which no provision is made in this Agreement shall be settled by the Parties. Each Party shall give full and sympathetic consideration to any proposal advanced by the other Party under this paragraph.

3.
This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by written notice to the other and shall terminate sixty days after receipt of such notice.

4. The obligations assumed by the Parties under the present Agreement shall survive its expiration or termination to the extent necessary to permit orderly withdrawal of personnel, funds and property of FAO under this Agreement.

5. If, at any time, during the course of this Agreement it becomes impossible for the Parties to perform any of their obligations for reasons of Force Majeure, that party shall promptly notify the other in writing of the existence of such Force Majeure. The party giving notice is thereby relieved from such obligations as long as Force Majeure persists. For the purpose of this Agreement, the term “Force Majeure” shall mean any unforeseeable exceptional situation or event beyond the Parties’ control which prevents either of them from fulfilling any of their obligations under this Agreement, was not attributable to error or negligence on their part (or of their personnel, agents, or other representatives, or authorized subcontractors), and proves insurmountable in spite of all due diligence.

ANNEX

CONTRIBUTION OF THE GOVERNMENT OF -------------- TO THE FAO REPRESENTATION
1. Premises of the Representation and related office facilities 
1.1 The seat of the Representation shall be provided free of charge, by the Government and shall be located in xxxxxxx at the following address:

1.2 In order to ensure the smooth functioning of the Representation, the Government undertakes to:

1.2.1 Provide to the Representation, for its exclusive use, appropriately furnished premises adapted to the needs of an office for xx staff. These premises renovated, if necessary, and equipped, either through direct provision or purchased by FAO and funded by the Government, in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO shall include:

(i) offices for the Office team, including office space for temporary staff and consultants (minimum xx rooms);

(ii) a room for a library and documentation center; 

(iii) a secure room for the IT server and network equipment;

(iv) a meeting room for about xx participants;

(v) a storage room;

(vi) a garage for x cars; and
(vii) parking space for up to xx cars.

(viii) Office furniture (desks, chairs, cupboards, shelves) for a minimum of xx staff and for the meeting room, library and cafeteria, in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO;

(ix) direct telephone lines (approximately xx main lines), a separate mini telephone center (switchboard), facsimile facilities, in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO;

(x) Network and personal office technology equipment, including up to xx personal computers including monitors and x laptops with FAO standard software, antivirus software, x network printers, video conferencing equipment, 1 projector, switches for Local Area Network, Firewall and security switch for Wide Area Network, Wireless Access Points for WiFi areas, 1 server with relevant backup device, and 2 Internet connections in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO;
(xi) 1 heavy-duty photocopying machine in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO;

(xii) x vehicle/s; 

(xiii) air-conditioning/heating, in accordance with the specifications provided by FAO;

(xiv) the Government will also undertake to carry out any repairs that might become necessary, as mutually agreed by both parties.

1.2.2 Put at the disposal of FAO the premises not later than 3 months following the entry into force of this Agreement.

1.2.3 Provide security coverage and make such arrangements as may be necessary in that connection, so that the Representation is fully compliant with the United Nations Minimum Operating Security Standards (MOSS), which shall be communicated to the Government whenever changes to the FAO Representation are introduced.

2. Annual operating expenses

2.1 To ensure the smooth functioning of the Representation, the Government agrees to provide, in addition to its assessed contribution to FAO, an annual counterpart cash contribution of USD xxx 000 or equivalent in local currency calculated at the current UN rate of exchange, to offset the cost of office supplies, general operating expenses (communication, water, electricity) and provisions for the amortization and replacement of office equipment and vehicles over a five year period. This contribution will be revised periodically, in mutual agreement, to reflect changes in the cost of living. 

3. Personnel 

3.1 The Government shall provide the following staff (example):
(i) 1 Secretary 

(ii) 1 Programme Clerk/Assistant 

(iii) 1 Administrative Clerk/Assistant

(iv) 1 Receptionist/Telephone Operator

(v) 1 Information Resources Clerk/Assistant

(vi) 2 Drivers 

who shall be seconded to the FAO Representation from the Country’s civil service for a period of two years renewable for another two-year period. 

3.2 Whilst the staff listed above shall have their salaries and all other related allowances paid by the Government, they shall be entitled to such special compensation as established by FAO in accordance with FAO terms and conditions of service applicable to such staff.

3.3 FAO shall provide the Government with job descriptions for the above positions.  The Government shall propose, on that basis, three candidates, of which one shall be selected by FAO provided that he/she meets the essential qualifications, as assessed by FAO.  In the case of secretaries, FAO shall arrange for such tests as may be required.

3.4 In order to strengthen the technical capacity of agricultural professionals in the Country, FAO may receive from the Government a number of national junior technical officers, in the proportion of maximum three to one, working closely with FAO international experts. The Government shall continue to be responsible for their salaries, social, medical and other related costs.

3.5 National staff provided by the Government under paragraph 4 of this Annex shall enjoy immunity of legal process in respect of words spoken or written, or actions in the performance of official functions under this Agreement, such immunity to continue notwithstanding that the persons concerned are no longer serving the Organization.  Furthermore, they shall be accorded inviolability of their papers and documents related to the work on which they are engaged for the Organization.
